Entry forms and $10.00 fee are due by February 11,
2010. This is the date of our next general meeting.
Delivery of paintings is March 2nd. Last names
beginning with A-L deliver from 10:a.m. to 10:45 a.m.
Last names beginning with M-Z deliver from 10:45 to
11:30 a.m.
Opening day of the show is March 3rd and the reception
is March 13th at A Gallery of Arts from 2 p.m. to 4 p.m.
Artists will pick up paintings at A Gallery of Arts from
2 p.m. to 4 p.m.
This is a juried show but with no placements or prizes.
Thirty percent of all sales will go to the gallery. Twenty
percent of that will go to gallery owner David Wolf and
10 % will be donated back to the GCWS Scholarship
Fund.
